1. Ans : D 

NOTA is one of the options available in the electronic voting machine for people who do not wish to vote 

for any of the candidates to exercise their right to reject without violation of the secrecy of their decision. 

NOTA was used for the first time in the 2013 Assembly elections in five states-Chhattisgarh, Mizoram, 

Rajasthan, Delhi, and Madhya Pradesh-and later in the 2014 General Elections. 

It was introduced into the electoral process following the 2013 Supreme Court directive in the PUCL 

versus Union of India case. 

The Election Commission clarified that votes cast as NOTA are counted, but are considered ‘invalid 

votes’. Even if NOTA votes get the most number of votes in a constituency, the next candidate with the 

second-most number of votes is declared the winner. 

NOTA can’t applicable in RajyaSabha Elections . 

 

2. Ans :A 

The Prime Minister leads the council of ministers; if the Prime Minister resigns or dies, the other 

ministers are unable to operate. In other words, the resignation or death of an existing Prime Minister 

automatically dissolves the council of ministers, resulting in a vacancy. 

The Prime Minister is the chairman of the council of ministers, and he recommends individuals to be 

appointed as ministers by the President. The President can only select ministers who are nominated by 

the Prime Minister. 

 

3. Ans :  C 

Racial discrimination is any discrimination against any individual on the basis of their skin color, or racial 

or ethnic origin. It is explicitly mentioned and prohibited under Article 15 and 16 of the Indian 

Constitution. 

Article 16 of the Indian Constitution deals with “Equality of opportunity in matters of public employment” 

which states: 

There shall be equality of opportunity for all citizens in matters relating to employment or appointment to 

any office under the State. 
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No citizen shall, on grounds only of religion, race, caste, sex, descent, place of birth, residence or any of 

them, be ineligible for, or discriminated against in respect of, any employment or office under the State. 

 

4. Ans : B 

Rule No 222 in Chapter 20 of the Lok Sabha Rule Book and correspondingly Rule 187 in Chapter 16 of 

the Rajya Sabha rulebook governs privilege. It says that a member may, with the consent of the Speaker 

or the Chairperson, raise a question involving a breach of privilege either of a member or of the House 

or of a committee thereof. The rules however mandate that any notice should be relating to an incident 

of recent occurrence and should need the intervention of the House. 

The Speaker/Rajya Sabha chairperson is the first level of scrutiny of a privilege motion. The 

Speaker/Chairperson can decide on the privilege motion himself or herself or refer it to the privileges 

committee of Parliament. If the Speaker/Chair gives consent under Rule 222, the member concerned is 

given an opportunity to make a short statement. 

5. Ans : A 

Technically, a session of the Indian Parliament is the period between the first sitting of a House and its 

prorogation or dissolution. 

The period between the prorogation of a House and its reassembly in a new session is called ‘recess’. 

 

6.Ans : D  

According to Article 108 of the Constitution, a joint session of Parliament can be summoned in the 

following circumstances: 

* If one house passes a bill and sends it to the second house, the second house has to pass the bill 

within 6 months. In case of difference of opinion between the two Houses regarding the passage of the 

Bills, the President convenes a joint meeting of the two Houses for the passage of the Bill. 

Provisions for joint sitting are: 

Applicability: The provision of joint sitting is applicable to ordinary bills or financial bills(Few types) only 

and not to money bills or Constitutional amendment bills.  

The President summons a combined session. It is presided over by the Lok Sabha Speaker. The 

combined sitting is controlled by the Rules of Procedure of the Lok Sabha, not the Rajya Sabha.The 

quorum for a joint sitting is one-tenth of the total number of members of the House. 

 

7. Ans : D  

The Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-Eighth Amendment) Bill, 2023 was introduced in Lok 

Sabha on September 19, 2023. The Bill seeks to reserve one-third of the total number of seats in Lok 
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Sabha and state legislative assemblies for women. The Bill received the assent of the President and was 

published in the gazette. It is now known as the Constitution (106th Amendment) Act, 2023. 

Key features of the Act: 

Reservation for women: The Act reserves, as nearly as may be, one-third of all seats for women in Lok 

Sabha, state legislative assemblies, and the Legislative Assembly of the National Capital Territory of 

Delhi. This will also apply to the seats reserved for SCs and STs in Lok Sabha and state legislatures.  

 

8. Ans : B 

January 26, 1950 was specifically chosen as the ‘date of commencement ’of the Constitution. With the 

commencement of the Constitution, the Indian Independence Act of 1947 and the Government of India 

Act of 1935, with all enactments amending or supplementing the latter Act was repealed. 

The Act eliminates the Privy Council's appellate jurisdiction and addresses related issues. The Abolition 

of Privy Council Jurisdiction statute (1949) was not repealed with the establishment of the Indian 

Constitution, but rather maintained thereafter since the statute included provisions for the maintenance of 

Privy Council jurisdictions in certain ongoing matters. 

 

9. Ans : A 

Criteria for a Party to be Recognised as a National Party: 

A political party would be considered (if it satisfies any of the below conditions) a national party if: 

* If its candidates polled at least 6% of total valid votes in any four or more states in the last Lok Sabha 

or Assembly elections and has at least four MPs in the last Lok Sabha polls. 

* If  it has won at least 2% of the total seats in the Lok Sabha from not less than three states. 

* It is ‘recognised ’in four or more states as a state party. 

 

10. Ans: D 

The VVPAT was first introduced in all 21 polling stations of Nagaland’s Noksen Assembly constituency in 

2013, prompting the ECI to gradually introduce it across the country, achieving full implementation by 

June 2017. 

The concept of the VVPAT machine was initially proposed in 2010 during a meeting between the 

Election Commission of India and political parties to enhance transparency in the EVM-based polling 

process.  

It led to the approval of VVPAT by an expert committee of the ECI in February 2013. In 2013, the 

Conduct of Election Rules, 1961, were amended to allow for a printer with a drop box to be attached to 

the EVM. 
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VVPAT is an independent verification printer machine attached to electronic voting machines that allows 

voters to verify that their votes have been recorded accurately. According to ECI, EVMs and VVPATs are 

separate entities and are not connected to any network. 

 

11. Ans :B 

The President does not possess Suspensive veto in the case of money bills. The President can either 

give his assent to a money bill or withhold his assent to a money bill but cannot return it for the 

reconsideration of the Parliament. 

The President has no veto power in respect of a constitutional amendment bill.The 24th Constitutional 

Amendment Act of 1971 made it obligatory for the President to give his assent to a constitutional 

amendment bill. 

In India,   absolute veto exercised by some Presidents. In 1954, it was exercised by Dr. Rajendra 

Prasad as a President and later in 1991, it was used by the then President R Venkataraman. 

 

12. Ans: C 

Vice President of India 

In India, the vice president has the second-highest office in the country. Article 63 of the Indian 

Constitution mentions the post of Vice President. 

The Constitution states that the Vice President can be removed by a resolution of the Rajya Sabha 

passed by an effective majority (i.e., the majority of all the then members of the house) and agreed 

upon by the Lok Sabha with a simple majority. But no such resolution may be moved unless at least 14 

days advance notice has been given. 

The Supreme Court decides election disputes related to the office of Vice President.Supreme Court 

decides election disputes related to the office of Vice President 

 

13. Ans : C 

Under Article 76, The Constitution of India has provided for the office of the Attorney General (AG) for 

India.He is the highest law officer in the country.As a chief legal advisor to the government of India, he 

advises the union government on all legal matters. 

Term of office is not fixed by the Constitution.The Constitution does not contain the procedure and 

grounds for his removal. 

Conventionally, he/she resigns when the government (council of ministers) resigns or is replaced. 
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Right to speak and to take part in the proceedings of Parliament or their joint sitting and any committee 

of the Parliament of which he is a member, but without a right to vote. He enjoys all the privileges and 

immunities that are available to a Member of Parliament. 

 

14. Ans : C 

Delimitation means the process of fixing the number of seats and boundaries of territorial constituencies 

in each State for the Lok Sabha and Legislative assemblies. 

Delimitation Commission is appointed by the President and works in collaboration with the Election 

Commission. 

The Commission consists of –A retired or working Supreme Court Judge (chairperson), Election 

Commissioner and Concerned State Election Commissioners 

The Commission’s orders have the force of law and cannot be called in question before any court.The 

Commission’s orders are laid before the Lok Sabha and the legislative assemblies concerned, but they 

cannot effect any modifications in the orders. 

Article 82 and 170 of the Constitution provide that the number of seats in the Lok Sabha and State 

Legislative assemblies as well as its division into territorial constituencies shall be readjusted after each 

Census.The Parliament has enacted the Delimitation Commission Acts in 1952, 1962, 1972 and 2002 

for this purpose.There was no Delimitation Commission Act after the 1981 and 1991 census. 

The present delimitation of constituencies has been done on the basis of 2001 census data under the 

provisions of Delimitation Commission Act, 2002.The next Delimitation Commission will be set up after 

2026. 

 

15.  Ans : A 

Article 361 deals with immunity to the President and the Governors of the states. 

The provisions under the article 361 are: 

No criminal proceedings shall be initiated or continued against the President, or the Governor of a State, 

in any court during the term of his office. 

No process for the arrest or imprisonment of the President, or the Governor of a State, shall issue from 

any court during his term of office. 

However, this immunity is not absolute and there are certain exceptions, which ensure that these 

authorities can be held accountable in specific circumstances. 

1. One such exception is the impeachment process. 

2. Additionally, if these authorities commit any criminal offense during their term of office, they can be 

prosecuted once their term ends. 
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16. Ans : C 

The Indian Councils Act of 1892 increased the functions of legislative councils and gave them the power 

to discuss the budget and address questions to the executive. 

The Charter Act of 1853 separated, for the first time, the legislative and executive functions of the 

Governor-General’s council. It provided for the addition of six new members, called legislative 

councillors, to the council. It introduced, for the first time, local representation in the Indian (Central) 

Legislative Council. Of the six new legislative members of the Governor General’s Council, four were 

appointed by the local (provincial) governments of Madras, Bombay, Bengal, and Agra. 

The Indian Councils Act of 1861 empowered the Viceroy to make rules and orders for the more 

convenient transaction of business in the council. It also gave recognition to the ‘portfolio ’system, 

introduced by Lord Canning in 1859.  

The Government of India Act of 1919 introduced, for the first time, bicameralism and direct elections in 

the country. Thus, the Indian legislative council was replaced by a bicameral legislature consisting of an 

upper house (the Council of States) and a lower house (the Legislative Assembly). The majority of 

members of both houses were chosen by direct election.  

  

17. Ans : A 

The total number of ministers, including the chief minister, in the council of ministers in a state shall not 

exceed 15 per cent of the total strength of the legislative assembly of that state. But, the number of 

ministers, including the chief minister, in a state shall not be less than 12. This provision was added by 

the 91st Amendment Act of 2003. 

 

18. Ans: D 

Curative Petition : 

Curative jurisdiction is a rare remedy evolved by a Constitution Bench of the Supreme 

Court in 2002 in the Ashok Hurra Vs Rupa Hurra case. 

It is a final remedy to reconsider dismissed review petitions. 

The Supreme Court could entertain a curative petition under the following grounds: 

1. Violation of principles of natural justice 

2. Question of bias against the presiding judge 

3. Abuse of the process of the court 

 

19. Ans : B 
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The 89th Constitutional Amendment Act of 2003 bifurcated the combined National Commission for SCs 

and STs into two separate bodies, namely, National Commission for Scheduled Castes (under Article 

338) and National Commission for Scheduled Tribes (under Article 338-A). 

 

20. Ans : C 

The 42nd Amendment Act of 1976 added four new Directive Principles to the original list. They require 

the State: 

*To secure opportunities for healthy development of children (Article 39). 

*To promote equal justice and to provide free legal aid to the poor (Article 39 A). 

*To take steps to secure the participation of workers in the management of industries (Article 43 A). 

*To protect and improve the environment and to safeguard forests and wild life (Article 48 A). 

 

21. Ans : B 

Model Code of Conduct (MCC) is a set of guidelines issued by the Election Commission of India (ECI) 

to regulate the behaviour of political parties and candidates during elections. The MCC comes into force 

from the date the election schedule is announced until the date that results are out. MCC can prevent 

misuse of power by ruling parties. 

 

22. Ans : A 

The Sixty-first Amendment of the Constitution of India: 

Amendment   lowered the voting age of elections to the Lok Sabha and to the Legislative Assemblies of 

States from 21 years to 18 years. 

The bill received the presidential assent on 28th March 1989 when the then President R Venkataraman 

assented it. 

  

23. Ans : C 

The Law Commission of India is neither a constitutional body nor a statutory body.  It is an executive 

body, the Government of India established the First Law Commission of Independent India in 1955 for a 

three-year term.  

The commission is an advisory body to the Ministry of Law and Justice. Usually, a retired Supreme Court 

judge or chief justice of a high court heads the Commission.  

 

24. Ans : A 
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According to the Constitution of India, a bill is considered a Money Bill if it contains only provisions 

dealing with all or any of the following matters: 

    * The imposition, abolition, remission, alteration, or regulation of any tax. 

    * The regulation of the borrowing of money or the giving of any guarantee by the 

        Government of India. 

     * The custody of the Consolidated Fund or the Contingency Fund of India, the payment 

       of money into or the withdrawal of money from any such fund. 

     * The appropriation of money out of the Consolidated Fund of India. 

Money bills can only be introduced in the Lok Sabha and only with the recommendation of the President 

Money bills are considered government bills and can only be introduced by a minister. 

The Lok Sabha has more powers than the Rajya Sabha with regard to money bills.When a money bill is 

presented to the President, he may give or withhold his assent to the bill but cannot return the bill for 

reconsideration. 

If any question arises whether a Bill is a Money Bill or not, the decision of the Speaker of the House of 

the People thereon shall be final. 

 

25. Ans :  A 

Fundamental Duties are contained in Article 51A of the Constitution. According to Article 51A, it shall be 

the duty of every citizen of India: 

* to abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and institutions, the National Flag and the National 

Anthem; 

* to cherish and follow the noble ideals that inspired the national struggle for freedom; 

* to uphold and protect the sovereignty, unity and integrity of India; 

* to defend the country and render national service when called upon to do so; 

* to promote harmony and the spirit of common brotherhood amongst all the people of India 

transcending religious, linguistic and regional or sectional diversities and to renounce practices 

derogatory to the dignity of women; 

* to value and preserve the rich heritage of the country’s composite culture; 

* To  protect and improve the natural environment including forests, lakes, rivers and wildlife and to 

have compassion for living creatures; 

* To develop scientific temper, humanism and the spirit of inquiry and reform; 

* To safeguard public property and to abjure violence; 

* To  strive towards excellence in all spheres of individual and collective activity so that the nation 

constantly rises to higher levels of endeavour and achievement;  
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* to provide opportunities for education to his child or ward between the age of six and fourteen years. 

This duty was added by the 86th Constitutional Amendment Act, 2002. 

There is no duty which specifically talks of protecting the weaker sections from social justice. 

 

26. Ans : C 

The Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) is the central recruiting agency in India. It is an 

independent constitutional body in the sense that it has been directly created by the Constitution. Part 

XIV in the Article 315 to 323 of the Indian Constitution deals with the appointment of UPSC members, 

functions and powers of UPSC. 

The UPSC consists of a chairman and other members appointed by the president of India. 

The Constitution, without specifying the strength of the Commission has left the matter to the discretion 

of the president, who determines its composition. 

Further, no qualifications are prescribed for the Commission’s membership except that one-half of the 

members of the Commission should be such persons who have held office for at least ten years either 

under the Government of India or under the government of a state. 

The Constitution also authorises the president to determine the conditions of service of the chairman and 

other members of the Commission. 

The president can also remove the chairman or any other member of UPSC for misbehaviour .However, 

in this case, the president has to refer the matter to the Supreme Court for an enquiry. If the Supreme 

Court, after the enquiry, upholds the cause of removal and advises so, the president can remove the 

chairman or a member. Under the provisions of the Constitution, the advise tendered by the Supreme 

Court in this regard is binding on the president. During the course of enquiry by the Supreme Court, the 

president can suspend the chairman or the member of UPSC. 

 

27. Ans : D 

The Centre introduced "The Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024” to curb leaks 

and malpractices, as well as organised malpractices in recruitment examinations. 

The bill outlines 15 unfair practices, such as leaking question papers, colluding to leak them, 

unauthorised possession of materials such as question papers or an optical mark recognition response 

sheet, providing answers by unauthorised individuals, assisting candidates without authorization, 

manipulating exam conditions, conducting fake exams, issuing fraudulent admit cards, and more. 

 It will cover entrance examinations held by the Union Public Service Commission, the Staff Selection 

Commission, the Railways, banking recruitment examinations and all computer-based examinations 
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conducted by the National Testing Agency.It will also cover entrance tests such as NEET, JEE, and 

CUET. 

 It proposes a punishment of a minimum of three to five years of imprisonment to curb cheating and for 

those involved in organised crimes of cheating will face five to 10 years of imprisonment and a minimum 

fine of Rs 1 crore. 

 

28. Ans : C 

Article 3 deals with the formation of new states and alteration of areas, boundaries or names of existing 

states. It gives Parliament the authority to make laws regarding the creation of new states, the alteration 

of boundaries, or the names of existing states. 

So, any decision related to the admission of a new state into the Union or altering the boundaries of 

existing states is taken by the Parliament of India through legislation. 

  

29. Ans : B 

Constitutional Provisions related to Health: 

Public Health and Sanitation, Hospitals, and Dispensaries fall under the State List (List II, Schedule VII). 

Family Welfare and Population Control, Medical Education, Prevention of Food Adulteration, and Quality 

Control in the Manufacture of Drugs are included in the Concurrent List (List III, Schedule VII). 

 

30. Ans : D 

A republic or a republic is an administrative system. In this state power belongs to the people and their 

elected representatives. In a republic, the country does not belong to the rulers but to all the people. In 

this system no family or group has unlimited powers over administration. A modern republic is the 

complete opposite of a monarchy, which is why republics do not have kings, heads of state, or nobles. 

 

31. Ans :  A 

The National Commission for Women (NCW) is an autonomous and statutory body established in 

1992  under the National Commission for Women Act, 1990, to protect and promote women's rights in 

India.  

It is responsible for reviewing and addressing issues related to the rights of women and for making 

recommendations for the protection and promotion of these rights. 

As per Section 3 of the National Commission for Women Act 1990, the Commission shall consist of a 

Chairperson, 5 Members, and a Member-Secretary who are nominated by the Central Government.  
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National Commission for Women Act, 1990, The commission shall perform all or any of the following 

functions:    

            * Investigate and examine all matters relating to the safeguards provided for  

               women under the Constitution and other laws.  

            * Present to the Central Government annually reports upon the working of these 

              safeguards. 

            * Make in such reports recommendations for the effective implementation of those 

               safeguards for improving the conditions of women by the union or any state. 

            * Review the existing provisions of the Constitution and other laws affecting women 

             and recommend amendments thereto so as to suggest remedial legislative 

              measures to meet any lacunae, inadequacies, or shortcomings in such legislations. 

 

32. Ans : A 

Article 131 of the Constitution grants the Supreme Court exclusive original jurisdiction in disputes 

between states. When two state governments have conflicting claims over territory, resources, or other 

matters, they can directly approach the Supreme Court. 

While the Supreme Court has original jurisdiction in many cases, inter-state water disputes are an 

exception. The Inter-State Water Disputes Act, 1956 established specialized tribunals to handle these 

disputes. These tribunals have the power to investigate, mediate, and provide binding decisions on water 

allocation between states. Hence Inter-State water Disputes Act of 1956 excludes Supreme Court in 

Inter-State water disputes. 

Article 131 also empowers the Supreme Court to resolve any legal disputes regarding any question of 

law or fact between the Union (Centre) and a State government. This jurisdiction of the Supreme Court 

is original and exclusive. 

Dispute relating to the election of members of parliament and State legislative assemblies falls under the 

original jurisdiction of High Court and not Supreme Court. 

  

33. Ans :  C 

The National Human Rights Commission is a statutory (and not a constitutional) body. It was established 

in 1993 under a legislation enacted by the Parliament, namely, the Protection of Human Rights Act, 

1993. This Act was amended in 2006 and 2019. 

The commission is a multi-member body consisting of a chairman and four members. 

The chairman should be are retired Chief justice of India or a judge of SupremeCourt. 
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The chairman and members hold office for a term of three years or until they attain the age of 70 years. 

After their tenure, the chairman and members are not eligible for further employment under the Central 

or a state government. 

The 2019 amendment reduced the term of office to three years or till the age of seventy years, 

whichever is earlier. 

It can inquire into any violation of human rights or negligence in the prevention of such violation by a 

public servant, either suo motu or on a petition presented to it or on an order of a court. 

It is vested with the power to regulate its own procedure. It has all the powers of a civil court and its 

proceedings have a judicial character. It may call for information or report from the Central and state 

governments or any other authority subordinate thereto. 

 

34. Ans : C 

The Inter-State Council is a Non-permanent constitutional body set up by a presidential order on the 

basis of provisions in Article 263 of the Constitution of India. The Council is formed to discuss or 

investigate policies, subjects of common interest, and disputes among states. 

The Inter-State Council was set up in 1990 following the recommendations of the Sarkaria Commission. 

Article 263 empowers the President of India to set up an inter-state council to deal with federal issues. 

The council is chaired by the Prime Minister and includes six Union ministers and all chief ministers as 

members. 

 

35. Ans : C 

The Eighth Schedule of the Constitution of India: 

The Eighth Schedule lists the 22 official languages recognized by the Indian government for various 

purposes like communication with the government, use in official documents, and promotion within the 

country. 

Listed Languages: Assamese, Bengali, Bodo, Dogri, Gujarati, Hindi, Kannada, Kashmiri, Konkani, 

Malayalam, Manipuri, Marathi, Maithili, Nepali, Odia, Punjabi, Sanskrit, Santhali, Sindhi, Tamil, Telugu 

and Urdu. 

36. Ans: D 

The doctrine of Basic Structure was propounded by the Indian Judiciary on 24th April 1973 in the 

Keshavananda Bharati case to put a limitation on the amending powers of the Parliament so that the 

‘Basic Structure of the Constitution ’cannot be amended in the exercise of its ‘constituent power ’under 

Article 368 of the Indian constitution. 
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The components of the Basic Structure provided in the constitution have been recognized by the 

judiciary in various cases to date. 

Some of these components are: 

* Supremacy of the Constitution 

* Sovereign, democratic and republican nature of the India polity  

* Secular character of the Constitution 

* Separation of powers between the legislature, the executive, and the judiciary 

* Federal character of the Constitution  

* Unity and integrity of the nation 

* Welfare state (socio-economic justice)  

* Judicial review 

* Freedom and dignity of the individual 

* Parliamentary system 

* The rule of law 

* Harmony and balance between Fundamental Rights and Directive Principles 

* Principle of equality 

* Free and fair elections 

* Independence of Judiciary 

* Limited power of Parliament to amend the Constitution 

* Principles (or essence) underlying fundamental rights 

* Powers of the Supreme Court under Articles 32, 136, 141 and 142. 

* Powers of the High Courts under Articles 226 and 227. 

 

37. Ans: A 

The Vice-President, like the president, is elected not directly by the people but by the method of indirect 

election. He is elected by the members of an electoral college of both Houses of Parliament. Thus, this 

Electoral College is different from the Electoral College for the election of the President in the following 

two respects: 

It consists of both elected and nominated members of the Parliament (in the case of president, only 

elected members). 

It does not include the members of the state legislative assemblies (in the case of President, the elected 

members of the state legislative assemblies are included). 

 

38. Ans: A 
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The Constitution of India (102nd Constitutional Amendment) Act - 2018 changed NCBC from a statutory 

body to a constitutional body by inserting Article 338(B) in the Constitution. 

NCBC consists of a Chairperson, a Vice-Chairperson, and three other members.They are appointed by 

the President by warrant under his hand and seal.Their conditions of service and tenure of office are 

determined by the President. 

The Commission is vested with the power to regulate its own procedure.While investigating any matter or 

inquiring into any complaint, it has all the powers of a Civil Court, 

Functions: 

to investigate and monitor all matters relating to the safeguards provided for the socially and 

educationally backward classes under this Constitution or under any other law for the time being in force 

or under any order of the Government, and to evaluate the working of such safeguards;  

to inquire into specific complaints with respect to the deprivation of rights and safeguards of the socially 

and educationally backward classes; 

 

39. Ans : C 

Article 32 of the Indian Constitution embodies the Right to Constitutional Remedies, often regarded as 

the “heart and soul” of the Constitution. This provision serves as a safeguard against the infringement of 

fundamental rights by the state or any other entity. Article 32 ensures that individuals have access to an 

effective legal remedy to seek justice and protection against violations of their rights, thereby upholding 

the rule of law and ensuring the supremacy of the Constitution. 

Right to Constitutional Remedies in India 

These contain remedies for the enforcement of the fundamental rights of an aggrieved citizen.  

 

40. Ans : B 

The Parliament can empower any other court to issue directions, orders, and writs of all kinds, without 

prejudicing the same powers of the Supreme Court. Here, the phrase ‘any other court ’does not include 

the High Court, because Article 226 has already conferred this power on the High Court. 

The district judge is the highest judicial authority in the district.He possesses original and appellate 

jurisdiction in both civil and criminal. The district judge exercises both judicial and administrative powers . 

 

41. Ans : B 

'Quorum' or quorum is the minimum number of members, with whose presence the work of the House is 

conducted. This is one-tenth of the total members including the presiding officer in each House. This 

means that if any work has to be done then there must be at least 55 members in the Lok Sabha and at 
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least 25 members in the Rajya Sabha. If the quorum is not complete at the time of functioning of the 

House, then it is the responsibility of the Speaker or Chairman to either adjourn the House or not to 

transact any business until the quorum is present. 

 

42. Ans :  B 

Starred question are those where oral answer is required and hence supplementary questions can follow. 

Unstarred question requires a written answer and hence, supplementary question cannot follow.  

Short notice question is the one that is asked by the giving a notice of less than ten days. It is answered 

orally.  

 

43. Ans : C 

In the following matters, the powers of the Rajya Sabha are equal to that of the Lok Sabha: 

* Introduction and passage of ordinary bills, Constitutional amendment bills, and financial bills involving 

expenditure from the Consolidated Fund of India. 

* Election and impeachment of the President. 

* Making recommendations to the President for the removal of the Chief Justice and judges of the 

Supreme Court and High courts, Chief Election Commissioner, and Comptroller and Auditor General. 

* Approval of ordinances and proclamation of all three types of emergencies by the President.  

* Consideration of the reports of the constitutional bodies like the Finance Commission, Union Public 

Service Commission, Comptroller and Auditor General, etc. 

* Enlargement of the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court and the Union Public Service Commission. 

 

44. Ans : D 

Twelfth Schedule contains 18 functional items of the municipalities 

* Urban planning including town planning , Regulation of land use and construction of buildings,Planning 

for economic and social development ,Roads and bridges., 

* Water supply for domestic, industrial, and commercial purposes, Public health, sanitation, 

conservancy, and solid waste management ,Fire services. 

* Urban forestry, protection of the environment, and promotion of ecological aspects. 

* Safeguarding the interests of weaker sections of society, including the handicapped and mentally 

retarded; 

* Slum improvement and up-gradation; 

* Urban poverty alleviation; 

* Provision of urban amenities and facilities such as parks, gardens, and playgrounds; 
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* Promotion of cultural, educational, and aesthetic aspects; 

* Burials and burial grounds, cremations and cremation grounds and electric crematoriums; 

* Cattle ponds, prevention of cruelty to animals; 

* Vital statistics including registration of births and deaths; 

*  Public amenities including street lighting, parking . 

 

45. Ans: D 

The ECI is responsible for the allotment of symbols as per the Election Symbols (Reservation and 

Allotment) Order, 1968.It is meant to provide for specification, reservation, choice and allotment of 

symbols at elections in Parliamentary and Assembly Constituencies, for the recognition of political 

parties. 

When a recognised political party splits, the Election Commission takes the decision to assign the 

symbol.The Congress party, in the first elections of 1952, had a pair of bulls as its symbols. The party 

split in 1978 due to differences between Kasu Brahmananda Reddy and Indira Gandhi. The Election 

Commission has allotted the cow-calf symbol to the Congress(I), which was formed out of Indira's 

Congress. He contested the 1971 elections with the same symbol. After that Brahmananda Reddy's 

faction raised objections to the cow calf symbol as well, and the Election Commission stopped the 

symbol. The splintered Congress re-merged in 1977 to form the Indian National Congress and was 

assigned the hand symbol. 

 

46. Ans : A 

17 DRSCs were established in Parliament in 1993 on the proposal of the Lok Sabha Rules Committee. 

Seven more similar committees were established in 2004 and their numbers were thus increased from 

17 to 24. 

All the Ministries or Departments of the Central Government shall be governed by the 24 Standing 

Committees.Each standing committee consists of 31 members(21 from Lok Sabha and 10 from Rajya 

Sabha). The members of the Lok Sabha (or Rajya Sabha) are nominated by the Speaker (or Chairman) 

from amongst its own members. A Minister cannot be appointed to any of the DRSCs and if a member 

of a DRSC becomes a minister, he ceases to be a member of that committee.Each standing committee's 

term of office is one year from the date of establishment. 

 

47. Ans : D 

In Anoop Baranwal versus Union of India (2023), SC held that the Chief Election Commissioner (CEC) 

and two ECs shall be appointed by the President on the advice of a committee comprising of Prime 
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Minister, Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha or the leader of the single largest party in Opposition 

and the CJI.  

 

48. Ans : D 

Government of India Act 1919 (Montage-Chelmsford Reforms): Devolution, Diarchy, and Electoral 

Reforms: 

Devolution of Legislative Power: The Government of India Act 1919 provided the devolution of legislative 

authority by the centre to the provinces. 

Dyarchy at executive level of Provincial Government. Dyarchy, i.e., rule of two—executive councillors 

and popular ministers.The governor was to be the executive head in the province. 

The Central Legislative Council: It was bifurcated into 2 houses –Legislative Assembly (Lower House) 

and  Council of State (Upper House) 

Franchise: For the first time direct elections were introduced and granted the franchise to a limited 

number of people on the basis of property, tax and education. 

Separate Electorate: It further extended the separate electorate for Sikhs, Anglo-Indians, Indian 

Christians and Europeans. 

Public Service Commission: The Act provided for the establishment of the Public Service Commission 

i.e. The Central Public Service Commission was set up in 1926 for recruiting civil services. 

  

49. Ans : D 

The provisions of the Sixth Schedule shall apply to the administration of the tribal areas in the States of 

Assam, Meghalaya, Tripura, and Mizoram. 

The objectives of the Sixth Schedule of the Indian constitution are: 

To protect tribal land and resources and prohibits the transfer of such resources to non-tribal individuals 

or communities. 

To ensure the tribal communities are not exploited or marginalised by non-tribal populations and that 

their cultural and social identities are preserved and promoted. 

 

50. Ans : B 

The Constitution does not contain any specific procedure for the selection and appointment of the Prime 

Minister. As per Article 75, the Prime Minister shall be appointed by the President. However, this does 

not imply that the president is free to appoint anyone as prime minister.  

In accordance with the conventions of the parliamentary system of government (not according to the 

constitution), the President has to appoint the leader of the majority party in the Lok Sabha as the Prime 
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Minister. But, when no party has a clear majority in the Lok Sabha, then the President may exercise his 

personal discretion in the selection and appointment of the Prime Minister 

In 1997, the Supreme Court held that a person who is not a member of either House of Parliament can 

be appointed Prime Minister for six months, i.e., he does not necessarily have to be a member of 

parliament, within which, he should become a member of either House of Parliament; otherwise, he 

ceases to be the Prime Minister. 

 

51. Ans : C 

All the kings who ruled Magadha, like Bimbisara, Ajatasatru, Mahapadmananda, etc., had the desire to 

expand their kingdom. The following conditions favoured the expansion of Magadha:There are iron 

deposits near Rajagriham (Rajgir), the first capital of Magadha. With this, they made better weapons 

and suppressed the enemies.  

They used iron tools for agriculture. Due to this, they had high production and became financially 

strong.The capitals of Magadha, Rajagriham, and Pataliputra are located in a geographically important 

region. While Rajgir is in the middle of five hills, Pataliputram is at the confluence of the Ganga, 

Gandaki, and Sone rivers. It is a real watershed. It would have been impossible for enemy powers to 

occupy these. 

The Magadha kingdom was situated in a river basin that was favourable for water transport and 

communication facilities.Pataliputra is located in the Madhyaganga plain. Due to its fertile soils, alluvium, 

and high rainfall, the area was suitable for growing a variety of crops. As a result, the farmers would 

produce more and pay taxes to the king properly. Therefore, the economic condition of Magadha 

became strong. The towns developed.  

Metal coins were in circulation. Business has grown. As a result, the kings of Magadha collected high 

taxes and maintained an army.In the Magadha military system, elephants, horses, and chariots were 

present in large numbers. Elephants were imported from East India. They were useful for breaching 

forts, transportation, and warfare. According to Greek historians, the Nandarajas had 6,000 elephants. 

The unorthodox character of Magadhan society – The Magadhan Society had an unorthodox character. 

The society was inhabited by the Kiratas and Magadhas, who were held in low esteem by the orthodox 

brahmanas. The emergence of Jainism and Buddhism also led to changes in society and the thinking of 

the people. 

 

52. Ans : C 
Religious Practices:  
Seal-Male deity Pashupati Mahadeva-three-horned heads, and is represented in the sitting posture 
of a yogi, with one leg placed above the other surrounded by an elephant, a tiger, a rhinoceros, 
and below his throne there is a buffalo, and at his feet two deer.

Prevalence of the Phallus (lingam) and Yoni worship. The Rig Veda speaks of non-Aryan people 
who were phallus worshippers. 
Chief female deity was mother Goddess. They also worshiped fire.The people of the Indus region 
also worshipped trees (ex: pipal) and animals (unicorn, humped bull etc).Harappans believed in 
ghosts and evil forces and, therefore, they used amulets against them. 
Seals : 
Seals had an animal or human figure on one side and an inscription on the opposite side or 
inscriptions on both the sides.Seals were primarily used for commercial purposes, as amulets, as 
form of identification, for educational purposes as well.Seals with symbols similar to ‘Swastika ’

design have also been found. 
Agriculture and Domestication of Animals : 
Two types of Wheat and Barley. Evidence of cultivation of rice in Lothal and Rangpur (Gujarat) 
only. Other crops was  Dates, mustard, sesamum, cotton, rai, peas etc. 
Oxen, buffaloes, goats, sheep, and pigs, dogs, cats, asses and camels were domesticated.  
 

53. Ans :  B 

The advent of European Powers in India and the Establishment of their First Factories:  Portugal Arrival 

in  1498 . Vasco da Gama reached Calicut, becoming the first European to arrive in India by sea.The 

first factory was established in 1500 in Calicut with the permission of the Zamorin, the local Hindu ruler. 

The Dutch established their control over Masulipatnam in 1605 and they established their settlement at 

Pulicat in 1610. 

France: 

The French East India Company was founded during the reign of Henry IV. The first factory was 

established in 1668 in Surat, Gujarat, under Mughal Emperor Aurangzeb's 

    

54. Ans : D 

Jainism recognized the existence of the gods but placed them lower than the Jina, and did not condemn 

the varna system as Buddhism did. 

According to Mahavira, a person is born in a high or in lower varna as a consequence of his sins 

committed or virtues acquired by him in his previous birth. 

Mahavira looks for human values even in a chandala. In his opinion, by leading pure and meritorious life, 

members of the lower castes can achieve liberation. 

Jainism principally aims at the attainment of freedom from worldly bonds. No ritual is necessary for such 

liberation. It can be obtained through the right knowledge, right faith, and right action. These three are 

considered to be the three jewels or Triratna of Jainism 

Jainism prohibited the practice of war and even agriculture for its followers because both involve the 

killing of living beings. 

 

55. Ans : B  
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HARSHAVARDHANA was greatly influenced by the personality of Hieun Tsang and organized a 

Buddhist assembly at Kannauj under Hieun Tsang chairmanship. Hieun Tsang, in his book, has 

appreciated Harshvardhan’s justice and munificence (generosity). 

Harshvardhan was a Shiva devotee. Later he converted to Mahayana Buddhism.According to Hieun 

Tsang, He held the Allahabad conference once every 5 years. 

The position of women declined during this period as the institution of Swyamvara (the ceremony of 

choosing husband) had become dysfunctional.Widow remarriage was not allowed and Sati & dowry 

systems were prevalent. 

HARSHAVARDHANA was a poet and composed three Sanskrit plays: Nagananda, Ratnavali, and 

Priyadarsika.He held 5 yearly donation ceremonies at Prayag and donated munificently in favour of: 

Administration, Royal Household, Scholars and Religion. 

Banabhatta wrote – Harshacharita, Kadambari and  Parvatiparinay. 

 

56. Ans : B 

Karnataka has a rich heritage of Jain shrines and at Sravana Belagola the famous statue of 

Gomateshwara, the granite statue of Lord Bahubali which stands eighteen meters or fifty-seven feet 

high, is the world’s tallest monolithic free-standing structure.  

 

57. Ans : B 

Vijayalaya Was Founder of Chola Empire: He captured Tanjore from Muttaraiyars in 815 A.D. and built a 

temple of Durga.He built the city of Thanjavur and established the Chola kingdom. 

The famous inscription from Parantaka-1 reign is found on the walls of the Vaikunta Perumal 

Temple.Uthiramerur inscriptions belong to his reign, which gives a detailed account of the village 

administration under the Cholas. 

Rajaraja1  annexed northern Sri Lanka from Sri Lankan king Mahinda V.  

Kulottunga I sent a large embassy of 72 merchants to China and maintained cordial relations with the 

kingdom of Sri Vijaya. 

 

58. Ans : A 

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) seeks to encourage the 

identification, protection and preservation of cultural and natural heritage around the world considered to 

be of outstanding value to humanity. This is embodied in an international treaty, ‘the Convention 

Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage’, adopted by UNESCO in 1972.  
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Some of the World Heritage Sites are: Agra Fort ,Ajanta Caves ,Ellora Caves ,Taj Mahal ,Group of 

Monuments at Mahabalipuram ,Sun Temple, Konark ,Kaziranga National Park Keoladeo National Park 

etc. 

The “Maratha Military Landscapes of India” will be India’s nomination for recognition on the UNESCO 

World Heritage List for the year 2024-25 and is not yet recognised as UNESCO’s World Heritage Site.  

 

59. Ans :  C 

The Chalcolithic age began in different parts of India after the Neolithic age. During this, people used 

metal (copper) for the first time. Hence, it is known as the stone-copper age. However, people were not 

aware of the art of writing during this period, and no specimens of the pictographic script have been 

found. The pictographic script belongs to the Indus Valley Civilisation. 

The Chalcolithic people had a better knowledge of agriculture compared to the Neolithic culture and thus 

cultivated far more crops than the latter. In particular, they cultivated barley, wheat, and lentils in western 

India and rice in southern and eastern India. Their cereal food was supplemented by non-vegetarian 

food.  

  

60. Ans : C 

During the Sultanate period, the village headman was known as the Muqaddam whereas the smaller 

landowners were known as khuts. In addition to their own holdings, they held lands for which they paid 

revenue at concessional rates. They also worked in conjunction with the governor in the collection of 

revenue and maintaining law and order. etc. 

 

61. Ans : A 

Abdur Razzaq (Persia):    He visited the Vijaynagar Kingdom at the time of Dev Raya II as an 

ambassador of Shah Rukh, the Timurid dynasty ruler of PersiaHe praised the efficient administration and 

organization of the Vijayanagara Empire. 

Domingo Paes (Portuguese Traveller): He gave the most detailed accounts of all historic descriptions of 

the ancient city Hampi which was governed by the Vijaynagar Empire under Krishna Deva Raya.He 

highlighted that Sri Krishna Deva Raya  was a great builder. 

Fernao Nuniz : He was a Portuguese traveler, chronicler, and horse trader who visited India during the 

reign of Achyutaraya. He gave a detailed account of the history of Vijaynagar. 

Nicolo Conti: An Italian merchant from Venice who travelled and described Vijayanagar Empire.He 

visited India during the reign of Deva Raya I of Vijayanagar. 
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62. Ans: B 

1. Diwan-i-Arz: The department of military affairs. 

2. Diwan-i-Insha: The department of correspondence and communication 

3. Diwan-i-Rasalat: The department of religious affairs, 

4. Diwan-i-Wizarat: The department of finance, 

5. Diwan-i-Kohi: The department of agriculture and land revenue, responsible for the 

management of agricultural land, irrigation systems, and the collection of agricultural

Nayanars- Thevaram -  

South India was home to 63 ardent worshippers of Lord Siva, known as the Nayanars, during the 6th 

and 9th centuries A.D. Thevaram refers to the first seven volumes of the twelve-volume collection known 

as'Tirumurai,' which is a Shaiva narrative of epic and puranic heroes. These hymns were collected and 

compiled by Nambiyandar Nambi in the 10th century, during the reign of Rajaraja I of the Chola dynasty. 

Alvars- Nalayira Divya Prabandham  

 Alvar denotes someone who is "completely immersed" in God's love.These 12 poet-saints, are all 

outstanding Vishnu followers and were from a variety of communities. o They visited temples all over 

India, writing 4,000 hymns in honor of Lord Vishnu. 

Virashaivas- Vachanas 

Basavanna, a minister in the court of a Chalukya king, led the emergence of a new movement in 

Karnataka in the twelfth century. 

The Virashaiva tradition is based on Vachanas (literally, sayings) written in Kannada by members of the 

movement which included women as well, who were collectively called ‘ Vachanakaras ’. 

     

64. Ans : D 

 The worship of Shiva and Vishnu was popular during the Rashtrakuta reign. The famous rock- cut Shiva 

temple at Ellora was built by Krishna I. 

 

65. Ans : D 

The following monuments were constructed during Aurangzeb's rule (1658 to 1707): 
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o The Moti Masjid at Lal Qila in Delhi, the Badshahi Masjid in Lahore, and the mausoleum built for his 

wife Rabia ud Dauran at Aurangabad (Bibi ka Maqbara) are the main examples of Mughal architecture 

under Aurangzeb. 

 

66. Ans : D 

Delhi Sultanate was an Islamic empire based in Delhi that stretched over large parts of the Indian 

subcontinent for 320 years. Five dynasties ruled over the Delhi Sultanate sequentially: 

The Mamluk dynasty, the Khalji dynasty, the Tughlaq dynasty, the Sayyid dynasty, and the Lodi dynasty 

The Dagh and Chehra system was introduced by Alauddin Khilji (1296–1316) and consisted of two 

practices: Ala-ud-din introduced a system of chehra, an identity card system for every soldier, and dagh 

to brand horses to be used specifically for wars. 

Ghiasuddin Balban introduced a separate military department ( Diwan-i-Ariz ) and appointed Kotwal. 

Firoz Tughlaq made iqta system hereditary and introduced a separate department of slaves called 

diwan-i-bandagan. 

 

67. Ans : D 

The Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj government was carried out  by the Astha Pradhan framework. 

Peshwa: Head of general administration and representative of the king 

Majumder: Responsible for maintaining the financial health of the kingdom 

Dabir: Foreign Secretary advising the king on foreign policies 

Senapati: In charge of overseeing military organization, recruitment, training, and strategic advising 

Nyayadhish: Chief Justice overseeing law formulation and enforcement 

Pandit Rao: Responsible for overseeing spiritual well-being, fixing religious dates, and overseeing 

charitable programs 

Mantri: Chronicler keeping records of the king’s daily life 

 

68. Ans : B 

Charminar was built by Sultan Mohammed Quli Qutb Shah in 1591.The actual reason behind building 

Charminar is still not clear.It is said that this square shaped structure with four pillars and intricate 

carvings was built in honour of his wife, Bhagmati. 

It is believed that the Sultan had prayed for the end of this plague with which his people were suffering. 

Hence, as the plague ended, he built the Charminar as a tribute to Allah. 
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Tazias – The architectural design of Charminar is inspired from the Shia “tazias”.These Tazias were built 

in the memory of Hussain, who was the son in law of Prophet Muhammad and had lost his life in the 

battle of Karbala.Charminar has been built with granite and lime mortar. 

Charminar, along with the Qutb Shahi Monuments of Hyderabad: the Golconda Fort, and the Qutb Shahi 

Tombs, were included in the tentative list of UNESCO World Heritage Site. 

 

69. Ans : D 

Vallabhacharya was the founder of Suddhadvaita (Pure Non dualism) and his philosophy is known as ‘ 

Pushti Marg’. This sect was Krishna centered, especially his child manifestation, and is enriched with the 

use of traditions, music and festivals. 

 

70. Ans : C 

Lord Rippon (1880–84) 

Viceroy Lord Rippon, known as the "Father of Local Self-Government" and a kindred spirit of Indians. 

He repealed the Vernacular Press Act in 1880. He introduced the first Factory Act in 1881 and provided 

facilities to the workers. In 1881 and 1882, he introduced the Local Self-Government Acts and 

implemented many administrative reforms. He set up municipal corporations, talukas, and district boards. 

In 1882, the Hunter Commission was appointed with 20 members for educational reforms. He increased 

the eligibility age for Indians to write civil service exams from 19 to 21 years. He reduced the tax on salt. 

 

71. Ans : C 

In AD 1883, Lord Ripon’s law member, Sir Ilbert, introduced a bill which came to be called the Ilbert Bill. 

It allowed Indian judges to try the cases involving the Europeans. 

Ripon had proposed an amendment for existing laws in the country and to allow Indian judges and 

magistrates the jurisdiction to try British offenders in criminal cases at the District level. 

But, due to the movement of Europeans, Ilbert's bill had to be cancelled. This incident contributed to the 

rise of nationalism among Indians. 

 

72. Ans : B 

Partition of Bengal (1905) divided Bengal region. It was carried out by the Viceroy in India, Lord Curzon, 

despite strong Indian nationalist opposition. It began a transformation of the Indian National Congress 

from a middle-class pressure group into a nationwide mass movement (Swadeshi Movement) 

The Muslim League (All India Muslim League) was a political group that led the demand for a separate 

Muslim nation. It was founded in 1906 to safeguard the rights of Indian Muslims. In 1940 the League 
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called for the formation of a Muslim state that would be separate from the independent country of India 

because it feared that an independent India would be dominated by Hindus. 

In 1907, the Indian National Congress has split into two groups: the Extremists and the Moderates, at 

the Surat session. 

During the Delhi Durbar on December 12, 1911, George V, then Emperor of India, along with Queen 

Mary, made the announcement that the capital of the British Raj was to be shifted from Calcutta to Delhi 

while laying the foundation stone for the Viceroy's residence in Coronation Park, Kingsway Camp. Lord 

Harding was the viceroy during this time. 

 

73. Ans : A 

Atmaram Panduranga established a prayer society in Bombay in 1867. M.G. Ranade, R.G. Bhandarkar 

were the founding members. They gave more priority to social reform than religious reform.The samaj 

relied on education and persuasion and not on confrontation with Hindu orthodoxy.  

Purpose of Prarthana Samaj : 

It was started as a movement for religious and social reforms in Maharashtra. Believers of Prarthana 

Samaj were devoted theists and they don't consider Vedas as divine. 

primary focus of the Prarthana Samaj was on social and cultural reform. It believed in monotheism and 

its aim was to make people believe in one God. 

Though it has the influence of Brahmo Samaj but not greatly. As Brahmo Samaj drew its inspiration from 

Vedas and Upanishads but Prarthana Samaj denied to consider Vedas. 

 

74. Ans : A 

Ayyankali (1863 – 1941) was a social reformer who worked for the advancement of deprived 

untouchable people in the princely state of Travancore, British India. He belonged to the Pulayar 

community of untouchable people. 

Ayyankali founded the Sadhu Jana Paripalana Sangham (SJPS) (Association for the Protection of the 

Poor) which campaigned for access to schools and raised funds to set up Pulayar-operated schools in 

the interim. 

Ayyankali later became a member of the assembly of Travancore, known as the Sree Moolam Popular 

Assembly (SMPA) or Praja Sabha. 

 

75. Ans :  B 

The revolutionaries in northern India were the first to emerge out of the mood of frustration and 

reorganise under the leadership of the old veterans Ramprasad Bismil, Jogesh Chatterjea. 
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Sachindranath Sanyal whose Bandi Jiwan served as a textbook for the revolutionary movement.The draft 

of the famous statement of revolutionary position, “The Philosophy of the Bomb” was written by Bhagwati 

Charan Vohra at the instance of Azad and after a full discussion with him. 

“Why I Am an Atheist” is an essay written by Bhagat Singh in 1930 in Lahore Central Jail 

 

76. Ans : B 

The Rowlatt Act was passed by the British colonial government in India in March 1919. It aimed to give 

the British authorities sweeping powers to arrest and detain individuals without trial, primarily to suppress 

political dissent and curb the activities of those involved in India’s struggle for independence.  

The act allowed political activists to be tried without juries or even imprisoned without trial. It allowed the 

arrest of Indians without a warrant on the mere suspicion of ‘treason’. Such suspects could be tried in 

secrecy without recourse to legal help.  

A special cell consisting of three high court judges was to try such suspects, and there was no court of 

appeal above that panel. This panel could even accept evidence not acceptable under the Indian 

Evidence Act. The law of habeas corpus, the basis of civil liberty, was sought to be suspended. 

 

77. Ans : B 

At the end of December 1929, Congress held its annual session in the city of Lahore. The meeting was 

significant for the election of Jawaharlal Nehru as President, signifying the passing of the baton of 

leadership to the younger generation.  

The following major decisions were taken at the Lahore session:

        * Complete independence was declared as the aim of the Congress 

        * Congress Working Committee was authorised to launch a programme of civil 

           disobedience including non-payment of taxes and all members of legislatures were 

           asked to resign their seats 

        * January 26, 1930 was fixed as the first Independence ( Swarajya ) Day, to be 

            celebrated everywhere

its people. His first major public appearance was at the opening of the Banaras Hindu University (BHU) 

in February 1916.

The Cripps Proposals, 1942:   

An Indian Union with a dominion status would be set up which would be free to decide its relations with 

the Commonwealth and free to participate in the United Nations and other international bodies. 

Wavell Plan, 1945:   

With the exception of the governor-general and the commander-in-chief, all members of the executive 

council were to be Indians.Caste Hindus and Muslims were to have equal representation.  

Mountbatten Plan, 1947 :  

Punjab and Bengal Legislative Assemblies would vote in two groups, Hindus and Muslims, to vote for 

partition. If a simple majority of either group voted for partition, then these provinces would be 

partitioned. 

In case of partition, two dominions and two constituent assemblies would be created. 

 

80. Ans : B 

The Vaikom Satyagraha was launched in 1924. The heart of this protest was at the Vaikom Mahadeva 

Temple, where the untouchables were not permitted to use a public road around it. In February 1924, 

the Anti-Untouchability Committee held a public meeting in Vaikom, where it was decided that the rule 

barring temple roads to low castes would be defied by a group of satyagrahis. On March 30 volunteers 

from different parts of Travancore arrived in Vaikom. 

Periyar E.V. Ramaswamy was a great social reformer. In 1924, he took an active part in the Vaikom 

Satyagraha and provided leadership to the satyagraha. 

In 1925, he started the “Self-Respect Movement”. He denounced the caste system, and child marriage 

and enforced widowhood. He himself conducted many marriages without any rituals. Such a marriage 

was known as a “Self- Respect Marriage.” 

The Non-co-operation Movement was launched in 1920 and was withdrawn by Mahatma Gandhi in 

February 1922 after the Chauri Chaura incident. The Vaikom Satyagraha began in February 1924 two 

years after the Non-co-operation Movement was withdrawn. However, the Vaikom Satyagraha was 

supported by Mahatma Gandhi and it was during the satyagraha. 

 

81. Ans : C 
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Motupalli Abhaya Shasanam ’of Ganapatideva provides  the details about kings assurance to traders. 

Rudramadevi donated Mandaram’village located on the bank of river Krishna to vishveshwara 

‘Shivadeva’. Here Shivashambu built one Shuddha Shaivamataha. He also built an feeding house ( 

Annadaana satram). This became very popular ‘ Golakimata  ’during Kakatiya period. 

According to ‘ Chandupatla  ’epigraph issued by ‘ Puvvula Munimadi ’a servant of Mallikarjuna nayaka, 

Commander of Rudrama along with Queen Rudrama died in the battle fought with Ambadeva. She was 

the most capable, brave, talented ruler among the Kakatiyas. She assumed the title ‘Raya Gajakesari’ 

The Kakatiya kings divided their administration between 72 Niyogas or departments. ‘ Purushartha 

saram ’of Shivadevayya is supporting above information. The chief on these 72 departments was known 

as ‘ Bahattara Niyogadhipati ’ 

 

82. Ans : A 

Padmanayakas were highly cultured kings. They continued the spirit of Kakatiyas and patronised many 

Telugu and Sanskrit scholars. They compoteted with the contemporary Reddi and Vijayanagara rulers in 

the field of extending patronisation to scholars and poets.   

King ‘Sarvagna Singabhupala ’used to conduct the festival of colours (Vasanthostavam) at Capital city in 

a grand style. He used to invite artists, players, dancers, singers, drum beaters from Various parts of the 

country. They were selected on the basis of test to give 

their performances during this festival. Along with traditional dances, local dancing styles like Gondla, 

Jakkim, Perini, Dhindy dances were performed. People at rural level enjoyed all these dances. Among 

the important musical instruments Bheri, Jayaganta, Pallaki, Chakka, Kahalam, Vamsha Dakka, 

Hundukki were well known in Andhradesa. Skilled artists used to perform dance according to the beat 

and rhythm. Special ‘ Natyashalas  ’were there in different parts of the kingdom.  

 

83. Ans : D 

The Satavahanas were the first Indian kings to give royal grants of land to those practicing Buddhism 

and Brahmanism. 

The official language of the Satavahanas was Prakrit. All inscriptions were composed in this language 

and written in the Brahmi script as was the case in Ashokan times. 

The Satavahanas controlled the Indian sea coast, and as a result, they dominated the growing Indian 

trade with the Roman Empire.The Periplus of the Erythraean Sea mentions two important Satavahana 

trade centres such as Pratishthana and Tagara. 
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The Satavahanas may have used gold as bullion, for they did not issue gold coins as the Kushans did. 

They issued mostly coins of lead, which is found in the Deccan. They also issued potin, copper and 

bronze money.

A fusion of Persian, Pathan, and Hindu traditions can be seen in the architecture of the Qutub Shahis. 

Foreign features like domes, arches, and minarets, as well as Indian features like birds and floral 

decorations, have been incorporated into their structures. 

Sultan Quli built 'Jama Masjid'. Ibrahim Quli Qutbshah Hussain Sagar built a bridge (Poolbagh) over the 

Musi River. Mohammad Quli Qutub Shah built Hyderabad City and Charminar. Thevanut states that 

Hyderabad was called Bagnagar (Garden City) because it was surrounded by gardens and orchards. 

Char Kaman was built near Charminar. The Mecca Masjid (like the Kachaba Temple) was built by 

Muhammad Qutub Shah. Sherwani Pandit states that Makkah Masjid can be compared to 'Jama Masjid' 

in Delhi.  

Persian and Hindu methods, as well as western traditions, entered the painting. It is called 'Dakkani 

Varna Chitrakala'. The book ' Tarif Hussain Shah Padshahi Deccan', which is cited as an example of 

miniature paintings in Dakshina Path, was produced at the court of Naijasha. Mir Hasim, who is known 

as the father of Dakkani Varna Chitrakala, was employed by the Mughal emperors in their court. 

 

86. Ans : A 

Rudreswara Temple (Ramappa Temple) at Palampet, Warangal, Telangana has been inscribed on 

UNESCO’s World Heritage List.The temple is dedicated to Lord Shiva. Temple  Constructed over 800 

years ago, in 1213 AD, by Recharla Rudra, a general of Kakatiya king Ganapathi Deva. 

The temple construction was done using the sandbox technique. This is a technique where the 

foundation pit is filled with a mixture of sand-lime, jaggery and black myrobalan fruit. This mix acts as a 

cushion in case of earthquakes. The lower part of the temple is red sandstone while the white Gopuram 

is built with light bricks that reportedly float on water. 

Marco Polo, during his visit to the Kakatiya empire, allegedly called the temple “the brightest star in the 

galaxy of temples“.

Vinayaditya yuddhamalla I (750 – 780 C.E.) the Fifth ruler was the real founder and First celebrated 

king of this family He ruled over the sapadalaksa country which identified with the areas covered by the 

Karimnagar and Nizamabad districts of Telangana. 

The history of Vemulavada Chalukyas is known to us from the Kollipara, Kuravagatta, parabhani and 

Vemulavada plates. Pampa’s ' Vikramarjna Viyam ' also furnish details about the genealogy of this 

family. 

Beddega (850 – 895 C.E.)was described as the ‘hero of forty – two battles ’and called with an epithet 

Solada – Ganda, ‘Un Vanquished hero’.He has constructed a temple of Baddageswara which is identified 

with the Bhimeswara Temple at Vemulavada.

The Vishnukundins established ghatikas (Hindu educational centers) and promoted Vedic 

education.They were the first to establish ghatikas in Telangana.

Swami Ramananda Teertha: 
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He encouraged a news paper in Urdu and English named ‘Naya Zindagi’  and ‘New life’. Later he started 

a news paper ‘New vision ’in July 1950. He wrote a book ‘Swatantra sangramachtya Aavadhana. He was 

elected from Gulbarga Constituency in first General Elections held in 1952.  

Swamy Ramananda Teertha started  Join India Movement in Telangana region to merge Hyderabad 

state in India.He started satyagraha on 7th August 1947, and hoisted the National Flag given by Nehru 

in Sultan Bazar on August 15th. 

 

92. Ans : B 

In the early 1940’s. There existed a wide division between the peasants and the landlords. There existed 

three types of land tenure system. They were 1) Diwani or Khalsa 2) Jagir and 3) Sarf-e-Khas. They 

clearly reveal the class contradictions that existed in the Hyderabad State.  

Diwani or Khalsa Diwani constituted 60% of the agricultural land. The peasant cultivators were called the 

Pattadars. They paid the land tax to the state. The Pattadar enjoyed the rights over his land as long as 

he paid the revenue to the state.  

Jagirs:  Jagirs constituted 30% of land. The nobles received lands from the Government for their loyal 

services. Similarly the ex-military personnel were paid by the government in the form of land. There was 

no cash payment. Most of the Jagirdars were Muslims and were required to pay Nazarana or Peshkash. 

These Jagirdars  enjoyed autonomous powers over the subjects of their  estates.  

Sarf-e-Khas:  Sarf-e-Khas refers to the crown land catering to the Nizam’s household expenditures 

which amounted to 10% of the land. In the nonJagirdari areas, Deshmukhs and Deshpandes were the 

head of the villages.

Chityala Ilamma( Chakali Ilamma) belonging to the Rajaka caste, she was a revolutionary leader during 

the Telangana rebellion.  

Her act of defiance against Zamindar Ramachandra Reddy, known as Visnoor Deshmukh, to cultivate 

her land, became an inspiration for many others during the rebellion against the feudal lords of 

the Telangana region. 

Chakali Ilamma’s fight was not exclusive of feudalism but it is of gender equality and equality within 

women. She questioned and stood against upper caste women who equally perpetuated caste and class 

slavery by commanding the lower caste women to address them as Dora (addressed to the upper caste 

feudal landlord which reminds the oppressed about their inferiority in class and caste structures). 

She was one of the first to question upper caste women’s supremacy. Chakali joined the Andhra 

Mahasabha as well as the Communist Party of India (CPI). She worked actively against 
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the Nizam government and her house became the center for activities conducted against feudal 

landlords who collaborated with the Nizam.

Arige Rama Swamy played a key role in fighting against the Caste System. He is considered as one of 

the leadership trio of Dalit Movement in Nizam State along with Bhagya Reddy Verma and B.S. Venkat 

Rao. 

He worked as office boy, Carpenter and Ticket collector for Nizam Railways.  Being inspired by the 

principles of BrahmaSamaj he started the ‘Sunitha Bala Samaj ’and fight against animal Sacrifice, Jogini 

System, Child Marriages, Alcohol Consumption. In 1922 he founded the ‘Adi Hindu Jateeyonnata Sabha ’

which worked for the betterment of Hindu society and to eradicate Devadasi system. 

In 1934 he was appointed as Hyderabad Municipal Corporation Councillor by Nizam Government. He 

started the Arundhathi Mahasabha in 1931 along with Girikala Mallesh and RamaSwamy and fought 

against the animal sacrifice by joining ‘Jeeva Daya Sabha’.  Arige Rama Swamy played a prominent role 

in helping the Dalits and took special care of Madigas, who are subcaste in Dalits. 

 

95. Ans :  A 

The state of Hyderabad was founded by Nizam-ul-Mulk Asaf Jah in 1724. He was one of the leading 

nobles of the post-Aurangzeb era. From 1722 to 1724, he was the wazir of the Empire. But he soon got 

disgusted with that office as Emperor Muhammad Shah frustrated all his attempts at reforming the 

administration. So he decided to go back to the Deccan where he could safely maintain his supremacy. 

Here he laid the foundations of the Hyderabad State which he ruled with a strong hand. 

He never openly declared his independence from the Central Government (Mughal empire) but in 

practice, he acted like an independent ruler. 

He followed a tolerant policy towards the Hindus. For example, a Hindu, Puran Chand, was his Dewan. 

He consolidated his power by establishing an orderly administration in the Deccan.

A meeting was held in 1930 at Jogipet under the presidency of Suravaram Pratapa Reddy.

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* Eradication of ‘ Gasthi Nizhan 53 ’which was introduced by Government. Women upliftment and 

eradication of social evils.

* Tax Exceptions to Khadi and textile. Govt. Should give equal encouragement as unani Doctors to 

Ayurvedic Doctors. Eradication of Purdha system and improvement of women education. People 

should have the right to elect their representations in municipals.

Library in Secunderabad. Aghoranath chatopadhyay founded ' Youngmen Improvement Society ’in 1879 

and started a Library in it.  

The Asafia State Central Library was started in 1892 by Mullah Abdul Khayyum, in the beginning this 

Library had books of Arabic, Persian, Urdu, English and Sanskrit Language’s.

Administration Reforms: 

Salarjung in first phase appointed paid talukdars and introduced ‘Zama Bandi ’system. According to this 

system the state of Hyderabad was divided into fourteen districts. By 1880 the total districts rose to 16. 

Each district was placed under the control of Awal Talukdar (Collector). He was assisted by Doyum 

(Sub collector)  and soyum ( Tahsildar ) talukdars. Salarjung established an Administrative Board i.e. 

Majlis i Malguzari to supervise the work of Talukdar in beginning but was removed later.  

Financial Reforms : 

Salarjung took steps for standardisation and stabilisation of currency system. He monopolised minting of 

coins by the state to remove large counterfeit coins that were in circulation and destabilised economy of 

the state. Central mint was established at Hyderabad and issued Halisikka and made it as standard coin 

for all financial transactions.  

Police Reforms:

Salarjung created a police department called Mahkama-i-Kotwali and a police force called Nizamat.They 

were appointed and paid by the state. The superintendent of Police ( Mahatamin ) and police Inspectors 

(Amins) posts were created. To maintain perfect law and order, chaukis (police stations) and Nakas 

(check posts) were established by him throughout the state to enhance law and order. 

Judicial Reforms : 

The court of appeal or the Supreme Court, High court and District courts were thoroughly reformed. The 

Supreme Court called Majilis-iMurafa was located at Hyderabad. The High court called Mahkama-i-

sadar was also located at Hyderabad. A number of Judicial officers called as munisiffs and mir-adils 

were appointed in the districts. They were under the jurisdiction of the High court at Hyderabad. He 

established separated civil and criminal courts. Two civil courts by name Buzung Diwani Adalat (senior 

civil court) and Khurd Diwani Adalat (junior civil court) were established at Hyderabad. Fauzdari Adalat 

was the criminal court. Separate courts by name Dar-ul-Kazi were created. A separate court by name 

Mahkama-i-Sadarat was introduced to try cases connected with religious endowments and charities.

Saraswatha Parishath: 

During the ninth Andhra Maha Sabha which took place in 1942 in Warangal, a few Lovers of Telugu 

language and culture met at one place and discussed the idea of starting an organisation to develop 

language and cultural activities in Hyderabad. This lead to the formation of Saraswatha  Parishath on 

26th may 1943. Formal leaders like Suravaram Pratap Reddy, Madapati Hanumantha Rao, Gadiyaram 

Ramakrishna Sharma. Burgula Raganatha Rao, Bhaskara Batla Krishna Rao and other met at Reddy 

Hostel and started the Hyderabad Sahitya Parishath with Lokanandi Shankera Narayana as its first 

president. Later the name was changed to Nizam Rashtra Saraswatha Parishath. Goals of Saraswatha 

Parishath  

Promoting Telugu Language among the people.  

Establishing Telugu Schools in all over the state.  

Conducting Night Schools in Villages.  

Preparing syllabus for students and conducting exams.  

Conducting exams for elder-men, women and children in their mother tongue.  

Encouraging writers and poets by giving them prize money – etc.  

This organisation worked from the Golkonda News Paper Office in first year. Its anniversary was 

celebrated in Warangal on 28, 29, 30 of December 1944, under the supervision of Suravaram Pratap 

Reddy. In this meet they encouraged writers and common people to write books, novels, biographies of 

famous personalities and others to develop the usage of language among people. Later in 1949 the 
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word ‘Nizam Rashtra ’was deleted and renamed as Andhra Saraswatha Parishath. This organisation 

played a key role in preserving the language for future generations and educated people.
